
 

Vin Dillon 2005 AV Cabernet Sauvignon 

The Vin Dillon AV 2005 Cab is from grapes grown on a single 
hillside vineyard in the South East corner of Alexander Valley. 

Some vines planted in 1993 and others planted in 2001. Picking 
was done on October 21 2005 with a Brix of 25. The wine spent 

23 days on the skins (including cold soak) for excellent extraction. 
The alcohol came to 14.75%. The wine has since spent 18 months 

in French oak barrels. 

This 05 Cab is a big, fully extracted, deeply colored mouth filling 
wine with hints of cassis, which should continue to improve and 

mature over many years to come. The wine is produced exclusively 
for LCI by Page Hill Winery from the Alexander Valley Vineyards
